GOLDBERG PRIZE FOR JEWISH FICTION BY EMERGING WRITERS

2008 GUIDELINES AND APPLICATION 

The Foundation for Jewish Culture is pleased to announce the Eighth Annual Goldberg Prize For Jewish Fiction by Emerging Writers. The Foundation invites publishers to submit recently published works by young North American writers that explore the Jewish experience through fiction.   

The Goldberg Prize For Jewish Fiction by Emerging Writers will award a prize of $2,500, and a one-week residency at Ledig House International Writers Colony to the author of a new English-language work of fiction reflecting the Jewish experience.   

The winner will be notified by September 30, 2008, with a public awards ceremony to follow in Washington, D.C. Previous winners include Nathan Englander for For the Relief of Unbearable Urges, Simone Zelitch for Louisa, Peter Orner for The Esther Stories, Gary Shteyngart for The Russian Debutante’s Handbook, Lara Vapnyar for There Are Jews in My House, and most recently Scott Nadelson for The Cantor’s Daughter.
I. Eligibility

1. The author must be a United States citizen or permanent resident of the United States.

2. The author must not have had published more than two book-length works.

3. Books must be published, or be scheduled for publication, between January 1, 2007 and December 31, 2007.

4. Books of fiction, including collections of short stories, on any aspect of the Jewish experience will be considered. Poetry, anthologies, and books in translation are not eligible.

5. Applications must be submitted by publishers only.

II.  Procedure

Please submit six (6) copies of the application package.  

Each of the six (6) applications must include:

· Author’s CV, including contact information and publishing history

· The Book (bound galleys accepted)
